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Course description 

The first theme of the course focuses on migration and urbanization.  

The grade is determined by a presentation/discussion (40%) and an exam (60%). You 

will be arbitrarily separated into eight groups including two members. A working paper will 

be assigned to each group. While one member presents the paper (25 minutes), the other 

member discusses the paper (20 minutes).   
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
